We will offer 40 hours per week, and weekend hours will be required during peak seasons.
ACTIVITIES:

Learn how to nurture crops through care and observation, resulting in quality crop production. This involves learning the following procedures through practice:

· Proper irrigation and fertilization

· Manipulating cultural variables 

· Scouting and the use of biological control agents (BCAs)

· Assist with application of pesticides and plant growth regulators

· Troubleshooting plant problems
